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WESTPAC RESCUE CHOPPER EXPANDS ITS SERVICES TO THE
SUNSHINE COAST

Fundraising

LIFESAVING patrol services will be significantly boosted on the Sunshine Coast after Westpac announced additional funding for
Surf Life Saving Queensland (SLSQ) to re-introduce a dedicated rescue helicopter service for the region. The boosted financial
assistance will allow for SLSQ to operate two helicopters in the south-east from September 18, to coincide with the start of the
busy summer patrol season.

# SLSQ lifesaving services manager George Hill said the community
\ would reap the benefits of the new chopper service.

“We are extremely grateful to Westpac for the extra funding to
provide this invaluable service for the region,” he said.

“As the Sunshine Coast continues to grow and tourism increases,
we recognise the need to overlap our lifesaving services on the
beach with aerial surveillance and aerial rescue capabilities,
especially in remote locations.

“The additional helicopter will be up in the air for 250 patrol hours
each year and will cover an area from Bribie Island north to Rainbow
Beach.”

Mr Hill said the boosted service would make for safer beaches
across the region and continued the long standing partnership between Westpac and SLSQ.

Westpac regional manager for the Sunshine Coast, Jason New said the expansion of services was just another way Westpac
continued to support the local community.

“Westpac strongly believes in backing grassroots community work, and we’re proud to stand by surf lifesavers here on the
Sunshine Coast,” he said.

“The re-introduction of a helicopter service on the Sunshine Coast further cements our long standing relationship with Surf Life
Saving and we are proud to help those who give their time so freely to take to the beaches and the skies to watch over us.”

The second helicopter will patrol the Sunshine Coast on weekends during the regular patrol season and other peak periods, and

will be available to be tasked by other emergency services on request. While the chopper will not be fully operational until
September, the Westpac Heli-Crew will visit local schools and community groups throughout July and August.

VIRGIN BLUE AND SURF LIFE SAVING WORK TOGETHER TO SAVE LIVES

THE Honorable Peter Lawlor, Queensland Minister for Tourism and Fair Trading, launched an exciting new surf safety initiative at the
Currumbin Beach Surf Life Saving Club on Wednesday, May 12.




In a joint initiative between Virgin Blue Airlines and Surf Lifesaving,
the carrier will be the first airline in Australia to take the surf safety
messages to the skies. From May, a static TV advertisement will
highlight the 'Swim Between the Red and Yellow Flags' message
and will be shown using the carrier's in-flight seatback TV screens.
The initiative will then be stepped up another notch in June when
the airline will feature a tailor made commercial aimed at
highlighting the risks associated with swimming at unsupervised
beaches.

The 30 second TVC features three representatives from both the
volunteer and paid ranks of Lifesaving and Lifeguard services that
visitors to Australian beaches may encounter, and is designed to
ensure that everyone can easily recognise the safest place to swim
and who to look for in the event they need advice or assistance.

Virgin Blue will screen the TV commercials as a community : 1_ ’i
announcement across its entire domestic network just prior to -a&

landing, targeting would-be swimmers at world famous beaches all around Australia from Broome to Ballina to Burleigh Heads and Bondi. It
will be shown across every single of the airline's approximately 400 daily flights across all destinations, including those that aren't coastal, just
to act as a reminder.

VOLUNTEER PATROL SEASON COMES TO AN END

THE surf lifesaving season in south-east Queensland has drawn to a close, with patrols by
volunteer lifesavers coming to an end.

Surf lifesavers have been busy keeping beaches safe on the weekends and public holidays
since September 19, 2009, but will take a well-earned break before the 2010/2011 season
resumes on September 18.
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Many regional council lifeguard services will continue to provide a weekday patrol coverage and swimmers are advised to check
with their local service before the entering the water.

Full statistics are not yet available for the entire season, but between September 19, 2009 and March 28, 2010, volunteer surf
lifesavers performed 2,875 rescues, 47,704 preventative actions and assisted 14,727 people who required first-aid (including
marine stings).

NORTH QUEENSLAND STINGER NETS TO BE REMOVED

STINGER-resistant enclosures will be removed from Bowen to Port Douglas over the next fortnight, following approval from Surf
Life Saving Queensland (SLSQ) and the respective local councils.

Removal work will begin in the Townsville region on Monday, May 17 and in the Cairns region from Thursday, May 20. All nets
should be taken away by Thursday, May 27.

However, SLSQ North Queensland regional manager Peter Roulston has warned beachgoers not to be complacent, saying the
removal of the nets did not guarantee the complete absence of stingers.

“It's been more than 14 days since we’ve picked up any sign of stingers in our drags, and we’ll keep monitoring the situation for the
14 days after each net is removed,” he said.

“We still recommend swimmers to be cautious when entering the water and to only swim between the red and yellow flags,
because that's where they'll be able to seek help and advice from lifesavers and lifeguards.

“We also recommend swimmers continue to wear stinger suits, which minimise the risk of a nasty sting and give people better sun
protection.”
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BURLEIGH HEADS MOWBRAY PARK ASSERTS NIPPER DOMINANCE AT STATE TITLES

GOLD Coast powerhouse surf club Burleigh Heads Mowbray Park (BHMP) clinched their
third consecutive junior state title, winning the 2010 Queensland Junior Surf life Saving
Championships held at Emu Park from April 16-18.They edged out south-east rival club
Maroochydoore by 17 points to win the Championships.

It was the Gold and Sunshine Coast clubs that dominated the final day with Lincoln Dews
(Maroochydoore) winning gold in both the under-14 ironman and surf board race, Lewis
Huckstep (BHMP) winning an impressive under-13 male beach sprint, and fellow club-mate :
Liam Ravfield took gold in the under-14 male surf race. Wide Bay Capricorn youngsters also had a share of the medals, with Elliott
Heads queen of the sand Bianka Dexter taking gold in the under-14 female beach sprint and Thomas Sly (Bundaberg) taking silver
in the under-14 male beach sprint.

North Queensland competitors also had a solid final day, with Taylor Jones winning bronze in the under-14 male surf race. The
junior all age relay was a highlight for spectators on the final day with the gold medal going to Dicky Beach after a close sprint to
the finish with second place getters Maroochydoore.

Surf Life Saving Queensland surf sports manager Chris Harris said it was great to see so many medals handed out across all age
groups.

“Junior participation is at an all time high and it’s great to see so many young kids getting out there and having a go,” he said.
“We've had almost 1300 young athletes from 46 surf clubs compete across all lifesaving disciplines this weekend.

“These Championships will go down as one of the most successful on record and we'’re grateful to Rockhampton Regional Council
for helping to stage such an event.”

QUEENSLAND DOMINATES AT AUSTRALIAN IRB CHAMPIONSHIPS

THE Queensland Cyclones snagged the top spot in the Interstate Championships at the 2010 |
Australian IRB Championships held at Penguin in Tasmania from April 16-18. It all came
down to the final race of the day with the Queensland team powering home in the IRB relay to
claim gold and successfully defend their title. The win in the final race saw the Cyclones finish
on 44 points, only two points clear of Victoria (42) and four points ahead of New South Wales
(40).

Queensland team’s also managed to take out three out of the top six positions in the
Championships with North Burleigh (39 points) coming in second place behind Victoria’s Williamstown (52 points). Kurrawa finished
in third place (24 points) and Bribie Island rounded out the top six (12 points).
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PELERMAN (U14) JUNIOR LIFESAVER OF THE YEAR

DICKY Beach lifesaver Joseph Kerby was awarded the prestigious Pelerman Junior Lifesaver of the Year (U14) award on April 17,
2010. The award is designed to recognise a Junior Activities member who has provided outstanding contributions to the Junior
Activities area for the 2009/2010 season.

Joseph joined nippers at Dicky Beach SLSC in 2003 as a green cap and he is currently the Junior Club Captain. This season he
has completed over 50 hours of voluntary patrol service for his club and he wears his uniform with pride.
